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To apply for FL-NSGP  
You will need to register your entity in My Florida Marketplace (MFMP), submit a valid W9, and 
make sure your entity exists as an account in DEMES, if it does not already. This also requires 
someone from your entity to register in DEMES to be able to submit your application and 
associated documents.

The FDEM DEMES team will review and approve your request within 48 hours, upon which 
you will be able to submit your completed FL-NSGP application and vulnerability assessment. 

 
To submit your completed application and vulnerability assessment in DEMES:  

• NOTE Please do not start the submission process until your application and 
vulnerability assessment are complete and finalized, as there will be no way to edit your 
application once it is submitted in DEMES.  

• Once you are logged into the Grants Management portal through the above steps and 
you have completed your entity’s application and vulnerability assessment, select 
Legislative Appropriation Program tile on the home page.

• To submit your final completed application, vulnerability assessment, and associated 
documents, back on your application page, select Submit for Approval.  
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• You will receive an email notification confirming submission of your entity’s application.  

• Note that members of your entity should be able to see all applications submitted on 
behalf of your entity in DEMES. 

IMPORTANT: If you do not submit the required files with the correct naming convention and 
file format by the January 12 deadline, your application will not be considered.
